HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT 

POLICY NOTE 2006-2007 
 

1. INTRODUCTION 
1.1 Among the inevitable requirements for happy and  healthy living of the people, 
shelter is reckoned as one of the most essentials to ensure that people are given the basic 
comforts besides providing protection from inhospitable weather conditions and  adverse 
factors like anti-social elements.  The concept of housing implies the provision of good 
dwelling place with adequate provision for sanitary arrangements, ventilation, etc.  In other 
words, House is a place which is intended to promote the health of the inmates and to 
pave way for a congenial atmosphere conducive to the mental bliss, intellectual pursuits 
and strong family bonding. 
 
1.2 Keeping in view  the paramount importance of housing and allied services, the 
Government of Tamil Nadu have adopted several long term and short term policies to 
place the Housing  Sector in Tamil Nadu on a strong footing of immense service to the 
people in general and incalculable benefits to the weaker sections in particular.  This 
pollicy framework is amply demonstrated in the establishment of Tamil Nadu Housing 
Board, Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board, Co-operative Housing Societies and Tamil 
Nadu Co-operative Housing Federation. 
 
 
1.3 Tamil Nadu has witnessed a spectacular rate of urbanization and urban 
development.   It is to be noted that the annual growth rate of urban population has jumped 
from 0.36 to 2.84 during the decade of 1991-2001.  The census data of 2001 show that the 
population of Tamil Nadu is 62.11 million and out of which 27.24 million live in 832 urban 
centres. 
 
1.4 In the context of rapid population growth and emerging urban scenario, it has been 
found absolutely necessary to introduce effective measures to regulate the urban 
development and to provide adequate facilities in terms of free flow of traffic, water supply, 
waste disposal, etc.  So the Town and Country Planning Act of 1971 has been enacted 
with the Directorate of Town and Country Planning as the enforcing authority in respect of 
the various provisions in this Act.  Under the Act, the Directorate discharges the essential 
functions of guiding the Local Planning Authorities in the preparation and implementation 
of Statutory Plans and various schemes to promote orderly development and to ensure 
environmentally suitable conditions in the habitations and in the surroundings.  The 
Directorate further co-ordinates the flow of funds and also arrange to provide funds for the 
purpose of  implementing Urban Projects in the State. 
 

1.5 Chennai City with its population of more than 43 lakhs in 2001 is one of the Mega 
Cities in India.  As a result of rapid rate of Urbanization in and around Chennai Metropolitan 
Area, there are certain challenges to urban infrastructure and civic services.  The Chennai 
Metropolitan Development Authority has jurisdictiion over Chennai Metropolitan Area (CMA) 
covering 1189 sq.km., which includes Chennai City, 16 Municipolities and 10 Panchayat 
Unions.  The Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority is the prime nodal agency for 
implementing the policies of the Government.  It has already taken several initiatives and it 
is implementing various projects to improve the traffic and transportation, creation of 
infrastructural facilities and upgrade the existing civic services. etc.

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2. TAMIL NADU HOUSING BOARD 

 
2.1.  To cater to the growing  housing  needs of the people of the Chennai City, the City 
Improvement Trust was formed in 1947. Later, the Government decided to plan schemes 
integrating all the Districts so that people all over the State can reap the benefits. 
Accordingly, the Tamil Nadu Housing Board was established as per the Tamil Nadu State 
Housing Board Act, 1961. 
 
 Since its inception, the Tamil Nadu Housing Board has created 3,93,684 dwelling 
units and developed plots at a cost of Rs. 2,700 Crores.  As the demand for dwelling units 
is increasing day by day, the Tamil Nadu Housing Board has proposed to implement the 
following schemes to fulfill the needs of the people. 
 
2.2. SATELLITE TOWNS   
 

To avoid congestion and haphazard growth in Chennai City due to inordinate 
growth in population, it has been planned to create self – contained Satellite Towns with all 
infrastructure facilities like  roads, street lights, sewerage disposal system and drinking 
water supply system. 

 
Further, in tune with the Policy of the Government, the Satellite Towns will be 

created in such a way as to fulfill the housing needs of the various income groups in the 
society. 

 
The basic infrastructure facilities such as shopping malls, schools, hospitals, 

community centres, play grounds, parks and income generating units will be provided in 
the proposed Satellite Towns. 

 
It has been proposed to create a Satellite Town near Chennai over an area of 7000 

acres. In the first stage, the Tamil Nadu Housing Board has planned to create a Satellite 
Town near Chennai city with the above mentioned facilities spread over an area of 1500 
acres at an estimated cost of Rs. 500 crores.   It has also been proposed to create similar 
Satellite Towns near Madurai and Coimbatore cities.  

During the current year, it has been planned to create a Satellite Town near 
Madurai over an extent of 1000 acres.  

 
2.3 INDIVIDUAL HOUSES AND MULTI-STOREYED BUILDINGS 
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Tamil Nadu Housing Board has proposed to create nearly 318 multi-storeyed 
dwelling units at different parts of Chennai, Salem and Coimbatore at an estimated cost of 
Rs. 30.50 crores.   

 
The Tamil Nadu Housing Board will also construct 600 individual houses at an 

estimated cost of Rs. 60 crores in Coimbatore, Thanjavur, Virudhunagar, Salem, Theni, 
Namakkal, Erode, Perambalur, Trichy, Hosur and Tirunelveli. 

 
2.4. OFFICE-CUM-COMMERCIAL SHOPPING 

 COMPLEX: 
 
 An Office-cum-Commercial Complex  will be constructed at Ellis Nagar, Madurai 
with a built up area of 70,000 Sq.ft. at an estimated cost of Rs.6 crores with Board’s funds 
 
2.5.   AREA DEVELOPMENT SCHEME 

It has been planned to develop infrastructure facilities such as well-laid roads, 
streetlights and drinking water in the lands available with the Tamil Nadu Housing Board.  
Under this scheme, nearly 1141 plots will be developed in Chennai, Villupuram, Madurai, 
Trichy, Ramanathapuram, Tirunelveli and Nagerkoil at a cost of Rs. 14.10 crores. 

 
2.6. RECONSTRUCTION OF TAMIL NADU GOVERNMENT SERVANTS    RENTAL 

QUARTERS   
 

 It is under the consideration of the Government to examine thoroughly the most 
dilapidated and insecure Government Servants Rental Quarters and build new dwelling 
units in a phased manner in the place of old dilapidated and insecure buildings. 

 
2.7. INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY PARK 
 

The Tamil Nadu Housing Board will take up construction of an Information 
Technology Park with multi storeys in South Asian Federation  Games village, Chennai in 
an extent of 2.50 lakhs Sq.ft. built up area in 36 grounds at an estimated cost of Rs. 55 
crores through the Tamil Nadu Housing Board’s resources. 

 
2.8.  JOINT VENTURE PROJECT 

 
 The Tamil Nadu Housing Board has proposed to have Joint Venture Project with 

HUDCO. and other reputed private firms. It is also under consideration of Government to 
form a joint venture company between the Tamil Nadu Housing Board  and joint venture 
parties on mutually agreeable terms and conditioins. 

 
2.9.  SPECIAL REPAIR WORKS FOR TAMIL NADU GOVERNMENT SERVANTS 

RENTAL HOUSING QUARTERS; 
 

The Tamil Nadu Government have sanctioned Rs.1.15 crores for the special repair 
works for Tamil Nadu Government Servants Rental Housing Scheme Quarters at 
Todhunter Nagar, Peters Colony, Lloyds Colony  and improvement works in the  Transit 
Quarters at South Asian Federation Games Village, Chennai. 

 
2.10 JAWAHARLAL NEHRU NATIONAL URBAN RENEWAL MISSION (JNNURM) 
 

The Government of India have launched an urban housing infrastructure scheme 
with a grant of 50% to the urban poor. The Tamil Nadu Housing Board has proposed to 
create 86,000 developed plots and dwelling units near Chennai city under the Jawaharlal 
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Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission at a cost of Rs. 2,031 crores. This scheme will be 
implemented over a period of 7 years. 

 
 
 

2.11. PROMPT REDRESSAL OF PUBLIC GRIEVANCES 
 

On the basis of the Citizens’ Charter enunciated by the Hon’ble Chief Minister of 
Tamil Nadu, the Tamil Nadu Housing Board has taken steps to implement the Public 
Grievance System in a perfect manner. Accordingly, a two-point plan has been 
implemented with effect from 3.6.2006. 

 

                           Service Centres 

                          Computerisation 

A)   Service Centres 
As a part of responsive administration and for prompt and speedy disposal of public 

grievances, a system of Service Centres has been introduced in all the 16 divisions of the 
Tamil Nadu Housing Board. The first Service Centre was inaugurated on 3.6.2006 at 
Besant Nagar on the birthday of the Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu. 

 
These centres are manned by the specially designated Public Relations Officers. 

The public can present their petitions at the Service Centres and receive 
acknowledgement along with the information on the probable date of reply. Steps have 
also been taken to monitor the activities of these Service Centres through the software 
developed by the National Informatics Centre (NIC).

2.12. Computer Training for the Board Staff  
The stand-alone mode system now in use will be replaced by an on-line web based 

system with secured centralized database for the above applications. Required software 
will be procured through ELCOT at a cost of Rs.80 lakhs and appropriate software will be 
developed. 

  
Computer Training for Tamil Nadu Housing Board staff at National Informatics 

Centre ( NIC )and Anna Institute of Management (AIMS) is planned. 
 

 2.13.  WEB SITE: 
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A web-site for Tamil Nadu Housing Board has been developed and will be 
launched shortly. The web-site contains informations on the activities of Tamil Nadu 
Housing Board, details of Citizens Charter, Frenquently Asked Questions on housing units 
available for allotment. It also facilitates online complaint registration. 

3. TAMIL NADU SLUM CLEARANCE BOARD 
 
3.1 Tamil Nadu  Slum  Clearance  Board  was  set  up in 1970 by the Hon'ble Chief 

Minister Dr.Kalaignar with the motto “ God we shall see in the smile of the poor “. to 
clear the slums by constructing storeyed tenements and to develop the slums. Tamil 
Nadu Slum Clearance Board is implementing various programmes for clearing and 
improving the urban slum areas in Tamil Nadu. 

 
POLICY ON SLUMS  
 
i. The slums located in congested unhygienic urban areas shall be cleared and 

tenemental schemes put up. 
 
ii. Wherever in-situ development is feasible, such slums shall be identified and taken 

up for in-situ improvement   
 
iii. Wherever neither tenemental scheme nor insitu development is feasible, 

rehabilitation and resettlement is taken up. 
 
3.2 SLUM CLEARANCE SCHEME 

 Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has been implementing this scheme since its 
inception, and has constructed 70146 storeyed tenements at a cost of Rs.275.16 Crore in 
Chennai, Madurai, Coimbatore, Trichy, Salem, Tirunelveli, Erode, Tuticorin, Thanjavur, 
Karur, Kumbakonam, Nagapattinam, Thiruppoor and Sankarankoil.      
         

3.3 REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT OF THE SLUM FAMILIES LIVING IN 
OBJECTIONABLE AREAS IN CHENNAI CITY 

 
           This programme envisages the construction of tenements/houses in alternate 
places to resettle the slum families living in objectionable locations like river margins, road 
margins, places required for public purposes etc. Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has 
constructed 21348 tenements /houses under this programme and among them 
successfully resettled the 14672 slum families living in objectionable areas and the 
remaining tenements will be completed and allotted during 2006-07.  

3.4 a) GOVERNMENT OF INDIA / FINANCE COMMISSION – SPECIAL PROBLEM 
GRANTS – RESETTLEMENT OF SLUM FAMILIES LIVING IN MEGA CITIES    

 
 Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has availed the Special Problem Grant  of Rs. 
54.00 crore under the Tenth Finance Commission and completed the construction of 6500 
tenements at Okkium Thoraipakkam and  allotted. A sum of  Rs.49.00 crore has been 
availed under XI Finance Commission from the Government of India and 5172  
tenements/houses have been completed for the relocation of slum families living in the 
objectionable areas in three mega cities of Tamil Nadu viz. Chennai, Madurai and 
Coimbatore and it has been allotted to the slum families. 
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b) Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has proposed to implement the following schemes 
during 2006-07 to ameliorate the living conditions of the urban slum families in Tamil Nadu. 
 

REHABILITATION & RESETTLEMENT OF THE REMAINING SLUM FAMILIES LIVING 
ON RIVER MARGINS -  Construction of     1404 tenements at Semmencheri 

 Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has programmed to take up the construction of 
tenements in Chennai Metropolitan Area to resettle the remaining 25149 slum families who 
are living on the river margins in Chennai city.   As part of this programme, Tamil Nadu 
Slum Clearance Board has been constructing 1404 tenements in Semmencheri at a cost of 
Rs.18.25 crore and these tenements are nearing completion. The construction of 1892 
tenements at Okkium Thoraipakkam and 108 tenements at Bharathi Nagar  at a cost of 
Rs.26.00 crore are in progress. 

It has been programmed to take up construction of 2200 tenements in Chennai  at 
a total cost of Rs. 28.60 crore to resettle the remaining slum families living on river 
margins. 

 

 

 

c) TWELFTH FINANCE COMMISSION - SPECIFIC NEEDS GRANTS  

 The Twelfth Finance Commission of the Government of India have sanctioned 
Specific Needs Grants of Rs. 250.00 crore for slum development in Chennai and other 
towns during 2005-10.  It is proposed to spend this grant assistance as detailed below 
(year wise).

d)  Schemes to be commenced 

              The work of construction of 50 tenements at a cost of Rs.0.55 crore at Suthamalli 
North, 116 tenements at a cost of Rs.1.27 crore in Suthamalli South in Tirunelveli and 80 
tenements at a cost of Rs.1.00 crore at Thombankudisai in Mannargudi will be 
commenced. 
 The construction of 480 tenements at Thideer Nagar at a cost of Rs.7.20 crore, 216 
tenements at a cost of Rs.3.24 crore in Subramaniapuram in Madurai,  the construction of 
32 tenements at a cost of Rs.0.56 crore in Mir Bakshi Ali Street in Chennai, 120 tenements 
at a cost of Rs.2.10 crore at Perambur Barracks Road and 15 tenements at a cost of 
Rs.0.26 crore in Ambattur Kamaraj Nagar totalling to 167 tenements in Chennai at a cost 
of Rs.2.92 crore will be taken up this year. Further, 200 tenements at Sayalkudi, at a cost 
of Rs.3.00 crore, 200 tenements at Ottanchatram, at a cost of Rs.3.00 crore and 180 
tenements at a cost of Rs.2.70 crore in Salem will be constructed.  During this financial 
year, a sum of Rs.79.10 crore will be spent for the above said schemes. 
 
3.5 a) REPAIRS AND RENEWALS TO THE  SLUM 

 TENEMENTS  

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has been implementing structural repairs and 
renewal works for the slum tenements at a cost Rs.18.00 crore in Chennai and at a cost of 
Rs.1.00 crore in other towns under Valmiki Ambedkar Housing Programme. Under this 
programme, Rs.6.00 crore will be spent during this financial year. 

A sum of  Rs.10.00 crore will be spent by Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board to 
carryout  additional repairs and renewal works for the slum tenements during 2006-2007.  
The funds required for this programme will be provided by the State Government as grant. 
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b) CONSTITUENCY DEVELOPMENT FUND 

It is programmed to get grants of Rs. 2.00 crore from the Constituency 
Development Fund of the MLAs during this year and the structural repairs to the slum 
tenements in Chennai city will be carried out. 

3.6 URBAN RENEWAL SCHEME  
 It is proposed to construct  363 houses at a total cost of Rs.902.40 lakhs during 
2006-07. Two  office complexes in Teynampet and Nandanam in Chennai will be taken up 
at a project cost of Rs.50.00 crore (tentative).  To augment the financial resources of the 
Board, this programme will be implemented  by  borrowing  externally from financial 
institutions. It has been programmed to spend Rs.6.00 crore during 2006-07. 
 
3.7 EMERGENCY TSUNAMI RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT (ETRP)   PERMANENT 

HOUSING FOR THE FISHER/SLUM FAMILIES AFFECTED BY TSUNAMI 
DISASTER - 2004.  

 
 It is proposed to construct tenements for the Tsunami-hit slum families in the 
following places under Emergency Tsunami Reconstruction Project/XII Finance 
Commission funds during 2006-07.

3.9 LIVELIHOOD SUPPORT FOR TSUNAMI AFFECTED SLUM FAMILIES IN CHENNAI 
 

Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has programmed to implement livelihood 
support programmes like formation of Self Help Groups and Employment oriented training 
for the Tsunami hit slum families during 2006-07 to 2008-09 at a total cost of Rs.5.05 crore.  
It is proposed to spend Rs.1.26 crore during 2006-07 for the following livelihood support 
programmes. 

 
a) Formation of Self Help Groups:  

It is proposed to form 600 Self Help Groups to benefit 15000 families in Chennai and 
other places.  During this financial year, 250 Self Help Groups will be formed under this 
scheme. This component also includes, disbursement of Revolving Fund to 200 Self Help 
Groups at the rate of Rs.30,000 per group. 
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It is also proposed to organise the following economic empowerment projects in the 

Tsunami hit slums at a cost of Rs.38.89 Lakhs. 
 
i. Production oriented economic activities 
ii. Micro enterprises to be managed by women 
iii. Managing Autos by women Self Help Groups 
iv. Solid Waste Management works in tenemental scheme areas. 
 

Besides employment oriented training will be imparted at a cost of Rs.36.00 Lakhs. 

3.10 FUTURE PROGRAMMES  
(a) JAWAHARLAL NEHRU NATIONAL URBAN RENEWAL MISSION 
              

To make Chennai, Madurai and Coimbatore as slum free cities before 2006-2013, 
the following schemes are proposed. 

 
 

i) To undertake accelerated programme of construction of tenements in alternate 
places to resettle all the slum families living in objectionable locations. 

 
ii) Construction of tenements in the alternate places depending on the density of the 

slums and availability of lands and construction of tenements in the existing 
unobjectionable locations in Chennai, Madurai and Coimbatore. 

The estimated total cost of construction of tenements in these cities is as follows.

The funds required for this programme will  be provided by the Government of 
India and Government of Tamil Nadu in the ratio of 50:50 basis. 

3.11   RECONSTRUCION OF THE DILAPIDATED TENEMENTS 

 The 2862 tenements constructed from Nochikuppam to Srinivasapuram 30 years 
back are in a  dilapidated condition due to the salinity in the atmospheric air.      

            Hence, as announced during the Election Campaign, the Hon'ble Chief Minister 
soon after assuming of office has approved the proposal of the demolition of the 
tenements and reconstruction as four storeyed tenements.   After completion,  the slum 
families who lived in these tenements and the families affected by Tsunami disaster will be 
resettled in the new tenements. 
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 Under the programme of demolition of the dilapidated tenements and 
reconstruction of the same, the reconstruction of 606 storeyed tenements in the following 
schemes will be taken up and allotted to the families living in the tenements during 2006-
07, utilising the Specific Needs Grants of Twelfth Finance Commission.

3.12   ENVIRONMENTAL IMPROVEMENT OF    

  URBAN SLUMS(EIUS)  

 The Environmental Improvement of Urban Slums envisages the provision of 
basic amenities like roads, street lights, public fountains drains Public Convenience 
units etc. This programme was discontinued from 2002-2003 onwards.  This 
programme will be taken up in  
2006-2007 and Rs.10.00 crore will be spent under this programme to benefit 20000 
urban slum families by providing infrastructural facilities in urban slums in various 
parts of Tamil Nadu. 

 

 

3.13.  ANTI-FLOODING MEASURES FOR LOW LYING TENEMENTAL AREAS IN 
CHENNAI. 

 As  an anti-flooding measure in the ground floor tenements during the rainy 
season,  Tamil Nadu Slum Clearance Board has proposed to raise the ground floor of 
the 685 tenements at a cost of Rs.50.00 lakhs under Part-II schemes of 2006-07. 

 Under ground drainage, facilities will be provided for 1000 slum tenements at a 
cost of Rs.60.00 lakhs in Trichy, Karur, Kumbakonam and Thanjavur  under Part-II 
schemes of 2006-07. 

3.14    Repairs and Renewal Works for the slum tenements 
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 The need to carry out repairs and renewal works for slum tenements has been 
considered. The repair works like  conversion of sloped roof into flat roof, laying of 
pressed tiles to arrest leakages, repairs to balconies, external plastering,  etc. are 
programmed to be taken up and Government grant of Rs.10.00 crore under Part-II 
scheme will be spent for this programme. 

 

 

 

 

4.  COOPERATIVE HOUSING 
4.1 COOPERATIVE HOUSING SOCIETIES 
 
  

The Housing Cooperative Societies play an important role in providing houses both 
in the Urban and Rural areas of Tamilnadu.  There are 1253 Housing Cooperative 
Societies set up  in various parts of Tamilnadu and out of which 799 Societies are serving 
Urban areas and 197 Taluk Cooperative Housing Societies are serving the poor and 
downtrodden people in rural areas.22 Cooperative Societies were finally closed and 235 
societies are under  liquidation.  The Government schemes for Economically weaker 
Section are implemented in the rural areas through the Taluk Cooperative Housing 
Societies. 805 Societies are affiliated to the Tamilnadu Cooperative Housing Federation.  
One of the objectives of the Housing Cooperative Societies is to form layouts with basic 
amenities for making plots available to the members and to provide Housing Finance to 
them. 

 
4.2 ACHIEVEMENT OF HOUSING COOPERATIVES 
 

 The Tamilnadu Cooperative Housing Federation is functioning from 15.7.1959 and 
it has so far extended loan facilities to the extent of Rs.4556.26 crores to the members of 
the Primary Cooperative Housing Societies for construction of 11,53,707 houses as 
detailed below:-

4.3 PROJECTION  FOR  2006-2007 

 It is proposed to extend Financial assistance to the extent of Rs.100 Crores by the 
Tamilnadu Cooperative Housing Federation Ltd. to Primary Housing Cooperative Societies 
for the construction of 6,000 houses during the year 2006-2007. 
 
5.  HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT. 
 

HOUSE BUILDING ADVANCE TO GOVERNMENT SERVANTS 
 
5.1 Under the scheme of grant of House Building Advance to Government Servcants, 

House Building Advance is granted for taking up the following items of housing 
activities:- 

 
1) Purchase of Plot and Constructiion of a house  thereon. 
2) Constructiion of a new house. 
3) Purchase of a Ready Built Flat/House(Private) 
4) Purchase of a Ready Built Flat/House(T.N.H.B) 
5) Enlargement of the existing accommodation. 
6) Making improvements to the existing accommodation. 
 

5.2    The House Building Advance is being sanctioned up to a maximum of Rs.6.00 lakhs 
for the State Government Employees and Rs.7.50 lakhs to the All India Service Officers.  
For enlargement/ improvement of the existing living accommodation, a maximum of Rs.3 
lakhs is being sanctioned. 
 
5.3    During the year 2006-2007, a sum of Rs.102.00 crores has been allocated for 
sanction of House Building Advance to the Government Servants and All India Service 
Officers. 
6. RENT CONTROL 
6.1  The objectives of the Tamil Nadu Buildings (Lease and Rent Control) Act, 1960,  as 
amended by the Tamil Nadu Act 23 of 1973,. are to regulate the letting of accommodation, 
control of rents and prevention of unreasonable eviction. 

 

6.2  The Collector of Chennai is the accommodation Controller in Chennai District and he 
is the authorised officer under this Act for enforcing the various provisions of this Act so 
that  there is orderly system of accommodation  of lease and rent control.  In respect of 
other Districts, the concerned Revenue Divisional Officers are functioning as 
accommodation controllers. 
 

6.3.  In respect of the Government tenancy,  the Collector of Chennai in Chennai District,  
the Revenue Divisional Officers in other Districts will be the statutory tenants for the 
houses requisitioned under the Act and also responsible for payment of rents and 
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maintenance of the buildings.  At present there are 32 houses under the Government 
tenancy in Chennai District. The Government are the tenants till the tenancy is terminated 
and possession is handed over to the house owners. 
 
 It has been proposed to repeal the  existing Tamil Nadu Buildings(Lease and Rent 
Control) Act, 1960 and to enact a new law on the basis of the guidelines issued in the 
Model Rent Control Law sent by Government of India and on the basis of the 
recommendations of the Tamil Nadu State Law Commission made in the reports on Rent 
Control Law. 
7. DIRECTORATE OF TOWN AND COUNTRY PLANNING 
 
7.1 Tamil Nadu, which was the second highest urbanized state in the country, next to 
Maharashtra as per 1981 census, has surpassed Maharashtra as per the 2001 census. 
Next to the tiny States of Goa (49.77%) and Mizoram (49.50%), Tamil Nadu stands in the 
third place with 43.86% of urban population. In Tamil Nadu, about 2.72 crore people are 
living in 832 urban centres (2001 census). 
 
7.2 The growth rate of urban population has declined from 18.80% in 1991 to 17.65% 
in 2001. In Tamil Nadu, 56.35 percent of urban population is concentrated in 29 class-I 
(population above 1,00,000) towns. There has been marginal increase in the growth rate in 
the case of class-II(population of 50,000 to 1,00,000), class III (population of 20,000 to 
50,000) Class IV (population of 10,000 to 20,000) size  settlements. There has been a 
marginal decline of growth rate in class V (population of 5,000 to 10,000) towns.  This 
trend of growth rate clearly indicates migration from rural areas to urban settlements for 
various reasons.  
 
7.3 Urbanisation provides positive contribution to economic growth only when cities 
generate economic momentum with their expanding economic base and increased 
productivity. While the objective of any urban development strategy is to create conditions 
which will make urban settlements economically vibrant, the resource constraint has to be 
overcome by adopting a judicious investment. 
 
7.4 The result of such rapid growth is simultaneously creating problems on the 
availability and delivery of infrastructure services. This situation leads to widening the gap 
between demand and the present supply of urban services. The resultant effect is 
impinging on pollution, environmental decay, unemployment, urban poverty, inadequate 
finance and poor governance. 
 
Major Policy Objectives 

7.5 In order to regulate the development of any Town or area on planned and 
predesigned lines, the Department of Town and Country Planning has been functioning as 
per Tamil Nadu Town & Country Planning Act, 1971.  This is intended to achieve the best 
use of the land and to provide the growth of orderly development of habitations, road 
connectivity to facilitate free flow of traffic and to create conditions conducive to the proper 
balance among the competing sectors of residential area, Industrial, Commercial and  
Recreational categories.   
 
7.6 The Directorate of Town and Country Planning has been assigned with the 
responsibility of administering the Tamil Nadu Town and Country Planning Act 1971.  The 
function includes assisting the Local Planning authorities in preparing and implementing 
the statutory plans and various schemes with a view to ensuring orderly planned 
development which alone can assure a clean and healthy environment in the human 
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settlements.  While the major thrust of the Directorate is the enforcement of the Town and 
Country Planning Act, the Directorate also regulates the private land development for 
industrial or residential or any other purposes and regulates building activities through 
building rules.  
 
7.7 The Tamil Nadu Town and Country Planning Act provides for the preparation and 
implementation of Regional Plans, Master Plans, New Town Development Plans,  Detailed 
Development Plans and other various special plans. 
 
Master Plan / New Town Development Plan       (NTD Plan) 
 
7.8 Master Plan/New Town Development Plan is a macro level plan and the 
development is regulated according to the Master Plan/ New Town Development Plan 
prepared for the particular town. So far, Master Plans/New Town Development Plans were 
approved/ consented by Government for 115 towns.  It is proposed to prepare/review six 
Master Plans/New Town Development Plans during the year 2006-07. In addition to this, 
the local planning areas are being notified for taking up preparation of development plans. 
It has been proposed to  notify 3 more local planning areas/new town development areas 
during the year 2006-07. 
 
Detailed Development Plan (DD Plan)   
 
7.9 Detailed Development Plan is a micro level plan. Areas vulnerable for rapid 
development are taken up for preparation of Detailed Development Plan in consonance 
with the Master Plan of the town. Specific land use, small link roads, infrastructural facilities 
like park and play fields are proposed in the Detailed Development Plan. Detailed 
Development Plan is prepared within the planning area.  So far 1625 Detailed 
Development Plans have been notified and preparation of these plans are at various 
stages such as draft, consent and approval. In order to concentrate on class I and class II 
towns, it is proposed to take up preparation of another 100 Detailed Development Plans 
during the year 2006-07. 
 

ON GOING PROGRAMMES 

Heritage town development plan 

7.10 It is necessary that the surroundings of heritage sites are preserved and their 
environment protected from pollution of every kind. In order to accomplish this objective, 
development plans for 38 notified heritage towns have been prepared by the Directorate. 
The funding is provided from Town and Country Planning Development Fund as a grant to 
a maximum of Rs.50.00 lakhs for each heritage town for implementation of projects for 
environmental  protection of heritage sites. 25 heritage towns have so far been taken up 
and implementation of projects is at various stages. It is proposed to continue to implement 
this programme by taking up 10 more heritage towns during 2006-07 also. Apart from this, 
9 towns are proposed to be notified as heritage towns during     2006 - 07. 

 

Traffic improvement project 

7.11 Traffic and Transportation Studies have been undertaken by the Directorate with 
the main objective of assessing the traffic characteristics and travel pattern in the cities and  
towns   and to forecast the long-term requirements for relieving the traffic congestion and 
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easing smooth flow of traffic. Under the programme of providing financial assistance from 
the Town and Country Planning Development Fund for implementation of traffic 
improvement projects,        Rs. 50.00 lakhs for each municipal corporation (except 
Chennai) and Rs.25 lakhs for each municipality is provided in the ratio of 75% grant from 
the Town and Country Planning Development Fund and 25% local body's contribution. It is 
proposed to take up 10 more towns for implementation of traffic improvement projects 
during 2006-07. 

Seed Capital assistance 
 
7.12 The project proposals  contemplated in the Master Plan/New Town Development 
Plan/Detailed Development Plan are implemented by providing 50% grant  from Town and 
Country Planning Development Fund under Seed Capital Assistance programme and the 
balance 50% of the cost of project has to be borne by the concerned local body/Local 
Planning Authority/New Town Development Authority from its own funds. Under this 
programme, five towns are taken up every year by providing a maximum grant of  Rs.20.00 
lakhs for each town with a total grant amount of Rs.1.00 crore. It is proposed to continue to 
implement this programme during 2006-07 also by taking up five more towns at a total 
grant amount of Rs.1.00 crore.  

Improvement  of Parks   

 
7.13  Parks, which are lung spaces of the crowded urban centres provide recreation to 
the common public. They require better maintenance by the local bodies. To improve and 
maintain this neglected urban infrastructure, under the scheme of providing one time grant 
to the local bodies, 50% of the cost of the park improvement project subject to a maximum 
amount of   Rs.1.25 lakhs is provided as a grant from Town and Country Planning 
Development Fund with the condition that 50% or the excess cost has to be borne by the 
local body. Under this programme, 10 urban local bodies are taken up every year with the 
total grant of   Rs.12.50 lakhs. In a special drive to improve the parks, it is proposed to take 
up 50 parks under this programme at a total cost of Rs.62.50 lakhs during 2006-07. 
 
 Preparation of development plans using Geographical Information System (GIS)  

7.14. This department proposes to introduce the latest technology in the preparation of 
development plans. In this direction, it is proposed to take up preparation of infrastructure 
development plan for the areas lying along the main corridor of Coimbatore and Tiruppur at 
a cost of  Rs.10.00 lakhs through outsourcing. 

  
Special Scheme: National Urban Information System (NUIS) 
 
7.15.  With a view to having  an integrated urban information database for the country, 
Government of India (GoI) has proposed to develop National Urban Information System 
(NUIS). In this regard, GoI have proposed to contribute 70% of the cost of digitisation of 
maps and creation of GIS data base for 6 towns in Tamil Nadu viz., Coimbatore, Madurai, 
Tiruchy, Salem, Tirunelveli and Tiruppur. This data base will be of much use in the 
preparation of development plans for these cities.  As per the revised cost estimate, of the 
total cost of Rs.44.75 lakhs, an amount of  Rs.13.44 lakhs would only be required as 
State’s share. As and when the formal clearance is received from GoI, State’s share need 
to be released. Therefore, an amount of Rs.13.44 lakhs has been allocated for this 
purpose during the year 2006-07. 
 
Development Control Rules 
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7.16. Action has been taken to  publish the Development Control Rules for the State 
(except Chennai Metropolitan Development area) during the year 2006-07.  
 
Part – II Schemes (2006-07) 
 
7.17.  A sum of Rs.20.00 lakhs has already been allocated for the project of introduction 
of e-Governance in this department. The programme includes inter-connection of sub-
ordinate offices of this department with the head office through website and facilitate the 
public/ applicants to track the status of approval of building plan/layout plan applications 
through online.  In addition to the amount already allotted for this project,  a sum of 
Rs.10.00 lakhs has been provided for procurement of hardware, software and other related 
items during 2006-07. 

 
7.18.  It is proposed to purchase two vehicles for Sivaganga and Tiruchy Regional offices 
to replace the condemned Jeep and car respectively. A total amount of Rs.8.50 lakhs has 
been provided for this purpose during 2006-07.  

 
7.19. As the furniture available at present in both the head office and the regional offices 
of the Directorate are very much in damaged and unusable conditions, it is proposed to 
purchase new furniture like chairs, tables, file cabinets, steel almirah etc., for the head 
office and the 8 regional offices at a total cost of Rs.5.00 lakhs during 2006 - 07.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

8. CHENNAI METROPOLITAN DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY 
  
8.1   Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority  is a statutory body constituted under 
the Town and Country Planning  Act, 1971.  It was initially set up as an adhoc body by 
G.O.Ms.No.2380 Rural Development and Local Administration Department dated 
13/11/1972 and it became a statutory Authority on 07/03/1975.    Chennai Metropolitan 
Development Authority  has jurisdiction over the Chennai Metropolitan Area.      The extent 
of Chennai Metropolitan Area  is  1189 sq.kms. which includes Chennai City, 16 
Municipalities,   20 Special Village Panchayats and 214 villages in 10 Panchayat Unions.  
Keeping the trend of upcoming Software Industries and Bio-tech Industries in and around 
Chennai Metropolitan Area , the Government have proposed to improve Urban 
Infrastructure and Civic services.   Hence, Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority  is 
formulating a number of developmental projects for balanced urban development and for 
improving the quality of life in Chennai Metropolitan Area .  
 
8.2 PREPARATION OF SECOND MASTER PLAN  
      FOR   CHENNAI METROPOLITAN AREA  :

 The First Master Plan came into force from 5.8.1975 and it is now in force. 
 
 Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority  took up the exercise on the 
preparation of the Draft Second Master Plan in early 90s’ by carrying out fresh surveys. 
The Draft Plan submitted to Government in January 1995 was consented to by the 
Government in June 1995.  After calling for objections / suggestions from the public, the 
Draft Second Master Plan was forwarded to Government by Chennai Metropolitan 
Development Authority  in December 1995.  Since Writ Petition was filed in the High Court 
challenging the Draft Second Master Plan in 1995 and there was interim stay, further 
action could not be taken.  The Hon’ble High Court dismissed the Writ Petition in 2001. 

 

The Government in October 2001 returned the draft Plan for modifications taking into 
account the subsequent urban developments made, the amendments made to 
Development Control Rules, the future needs of Chennai Metropolitan Area, etc. Since the 
Regularisation scheme for unauthorised developments was introduced meanwhile further 
action could not be taken till 2004.  Subsequently, the up-dation exercise was taken up 
and the Draft Second Master Plan was modified based on the latest Census information, 
demand in various sectors, and the future  needs  of the Metropolis,  in transport,  water 
supply,  housing  and  other infrastructures, economy and employment generation, 
developable land requirements for various activities / uses for the horizon year 2026 etc. 
High-resolution IKONOS satellite imagery supplied by National Remote Sensing Agency 
was used for the land use analysis.  Land use plans and development control rules have 
been reviewed taking into account  the needs of all sections of people in Chennai 
Metropolitan Area , revised land use plans and development regulations were proposed to 
achieve the objectives of the Second Master Plan. This voluminous exercise was done in-
house in Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority  without engaging any consultant . 
The modified draft Second Master Plan was submitted to Government on 30.12.2005  and  
it is under the  consideration of the Government. 

 
8.3   CHENNAI INFRASTRUCTURUAL DEVELOPMENT  

 
The Investment Plan for the Chennai Metropolitan Area called Chennai Infrastructural 

Development Plan was prepared in consultation with all the parastatal agencies and the 
local bodies concerned.  Major objectives of the plan are:  
 

• to identify the infrastructure needs in each sector and work out the projects 
accordingly. 

  
• to identify the quantum of finance for execution of these projects.  

 
• to identify the source of finance.  

• to prioritise the projects by working out the annual programme, medium 
term programmes and long term programmes. 

  
The projects that need immediate investment have been included in the annual 

programme.  The projects which have to be executed  to fulfill the infrastructure 
requirements in the medium term have been included in the medium term programmes 
and projects which require large investments with long gestation periods have been 
included in the long term programmes.  

 

The infrastructure requirements for the metropolis have been collected from the 
concerned agencies and the Investment Plan has been prepared.  The projects which 
were to be executed in the Annual Programme,  Medium Term Programme (3 years) and 
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Long Term Programme (10 years) were prioritised and proposed.  Infrastructure project 
costing Rs.2096 crores are proposed to be implemented during      2006-2007. 

 
Under Jawaharlal Nehru Urban Renewal Mission scheme, a programme is 

being drawn up to implement a scheme for creation of infrastructure facilities and to 
provide the basic amenities to the people living in slum tenements at a cost of Rs.35,000 
crores within a period of seven years. 

 
8.4 TAMIL NADU URBAN DEVELOPMENT PRORJECT- III:  
 

To mitigate the increasing transportation problems of the Chennai Metropolitan 
Area, the Government of Tamil Nadu has commissioned a five year project with the World 
Bank assistance at an estimated cost of   Rs.675 crores for the period 2005-2010.  The 
medium term measures aimed at relieving traffic congestion by removing major bottle-
necks in the urban road and rail network including widening and strengthening of many 
links in the urban arterial network particularly in the Chennai Metropolitan Area , replacing 
the road - rail level crossings with underpasses / overpasses, improving the road safety 
and air quality by construction of pedestrian subways, installing traffic control and 
enforcement measures, etc.  The detailed project reports for most of these schemes are 
under various stages of preparation.  

 

8.5 (a) MASS RAPID TRANSIST SYSTEM-PHASE-II:  
 The Mass Rapid Transit System (Phase-I) from Beach to Thirumylai is already 
in operation.  The Mass Rapid Transist System from Thirumylai to Velachery under Phase-
II for a length of 11.17 km. at an estimated cost of Rs.733 crores is under implementation 
and it has been partially commissioned for a distance of 5 km. up to Thiruvanmiyur.  The 
Government of Tamil Nadu is bearing 67% of the cost of the project and the Government 
of India is bearing the remaining 33% of the cost of the project.  So far the Government of 
Tamil Nadu have contributed a sum of Rs.473.16 crores as grant  towards Government of 
Tamil Nadu's share.  
 
(b) MASS RAPID TRANSIT SYSTEM - EXTENSION OF PHASE-II :  
 

Recognising the fact that the impact of the Mass Rapid Transit System can be 
felt only if the system is extended at least up to St. Thomas Mount to complete a rail loop, 
it has been decided to extend the Mass Rapid Transit System  from Velachery to St. 
Thomas Mount covering a distance of 5 km. at an estimated cost of Rs.416 crores.  The 
Government of Tamil Nadu has already taken up with the Government of India for joint 
implementation of the project with the cost sharing formula of 67% by Government of Tamil 
Nadu and 33% by Government of India. 

8.6  METRO RAIL PROJECT 

 In order to reduce the traffic congestioin in Chennai, Government have ordered to 
implement a suitable Mass Rapid Transit System for Chennai City by implementing the 
Metro Rail Project in Chennai City like in all other Cities because it can carry more 
passengers at a lower cost.  The Delhi Metro Rail Corporation has been requested to 
finalise the Detailed Project Report. The Government of Tamil Nadu have provided  Budget 
provision of Rs.300.00 lakhs in Revised Budget Estimate 2006-2007 for this project. 
 
8.7  OUTER RING ROAD :  
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Inner Ring Road except for a short stretch had been completed and put to use.  

A major part of Intermediate Ring Road has been executed and its remaining part is 
proposed to be executed by National Highways.  Now, the demand has arisen for early 
execution of Outer Ring Road Project to decongest the inner part of the metropolis and 
ease traffic congestion.   The Govt. have approved the proposal for development  of the 
Outer Ring Road in the year 1993 covering a total length of about 62 kms. connecting 
Vandalore in the South and Minjur in the North.  

 
Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority has already acquired 29 kms. 

length of the land between GST Road and MTH Road.  For the remaining 33 kms. upto 
Minjur Town, land acquisition is in progress.  It will be a 6 lane dual carriageway with 
service lanes on either side.  In Phase-I of the project, it is proposed to lay 4 lanes for the 
entire length at an estimated cost of about Rs.500 crores.  The preparation of Detailed 
Feasibility Report through a Consultant is nearing completion and  the preparation of 
Detailed Project Report will be taken up shortly and the project will be commenced 
thereafter.  

8.8 DEVELOPMENTOF WHOLESALE FOOD GRAINS MARKET AT  KOYAMBEDU : 
 

In order to fulfill one of the  objectives of the first Master Plan i.e. to decongest 
the Central Business  District (Vallalar Nagar), the Wholesale Market Complex at 
Koyambedu was planned to accommodate wholesale trades in Perishables (Fruits, 
Flowers and Vegetables), Textile and Food Grains and the development was commenced 
as early as 1977.   

 
As the first phase of this project, the Perishable Markets Complex was 

constructed, accommodating 2334 shops (456 flower shops, 456 fruit shops and  1422 
vegetable shops).   Apart from these shops, service shops (72), Kiosk (62) and  39 
Restaurants were constructed. 306 platform shops were identified within the shopping 
area.  Additionally 321 shops were constructed to meet the demand for Plantain / Banana 
trade.  This Market Complex (Perishable Market) was inaugurated on 28.8.96 and the 
above Perishables Wholesale Trades were shifted from Vallalar Nagar (George zone) to 
this new location, relieving the old area from congestion.  The Perishable Markets Complex 
is functioning well serving the needs of the public and the traders.  

 
In the second phase, the development of Food Grains Market Complex is 

proposed to be taken up for implementation.  Detailed designs prepared through 
Consultant Architect has been finalised and traders willingness obtained.   Govt. have 
accorded Administrative Sanction recently for the development of market with 500 shops 
over an area of about 15 acres at a cost of Rs.61.85 crores.  

 
8.9 INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT PLAN FOR I.T. CORRIDOR :  
 

The Government have directed Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority  
to prepare an Action Plan for the I.T. corridor upto Thiruporur in order to accommodate the 
infrastructure needs of the   I.T. Industries.  

 
The main objectives of this Plan is to assess the requirements of I.T. and allied 

Industries and to draw Sectoral Action Plan to meet the Infrastructure requirements and 
social facilities.  An Action plan for I.T. corridor was prepared by Chennai Metropolitan 
Development Authority  and submitted to Governent.   The Govt. have consulted the 
departments / agencies concerned and directed the Chennai Metropolitan Development 
Authority  to take into account the latest development trends to ensure thorough updating.  
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In the recent years,  rapid developments are taking place in this area.  It is proposed 
to draw a fresh Action Plan for the I.T. corridor, considering the latest trends in 
developments and extending the area and scope of the study.  Base maps preparation and 
data collections are in progress.  

 
8.10 LOCAL BODIES ASSISTANCE PROGRAMME (LAP) AND  COMMUNITY 

BASED ENVIRONMENT AND DEVELOPEMNT  PROJECT(CBED):  

Development charges collected by Chennai Metropolitan Development 
Authority  is shared with the Local bodies by extending grant assistance upto 90% of the 
project cost under Local Bodies Assistance Programme (LAP) in order to improve the 
infrastructure facilities like roads, burial ground, street lights, storm water drain and solid 
waste management  and  purchase of tanker lorries for Water supply, sewerage disposal 
etc.   

Similarly under the Community Based Environment Development (CBED) 
Programme, projects to improve local environment are funded by Chennai Metropolitan 
Development Authority  by giving grant upto 80% and involving Local bodies (10% 
contribution) and Community (10% contribution). The projects considered under CBED are 
improvement of parks and play fields, desilting of lakes, tanks and ponds, Rain water 
harvesting and tree planting, construction of toilets in Government. schools etc.    

In the Financial year 2006-07, Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority  
has proposed to release grant assistance of Rs.4.20 crores for projects under the above 
programmes. 

8.11.  MULTI-LEVEL CAR PARKING COMPLEXES :  

 Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority  had conducted the Study on 
parking requirement for Chennai Metropolitan Area .  This Study made many 
recommendations to reduce the parking problems and one of the recommendations to 
mitigate the traffic problem is the construction of Multi-level Parking Complexes at some 
critical areas such as Thyagaraya Nagar, Parrys corner, Anna Salai, Nungambakkam etc.  
M/s. Mecon has been appointed as consultant for preparing the Detailed Feasibility Report 
for six selected locations.  Detailed Feasibility Report for the locations at (1) Panagal Park, 
(2) Broadway  Bus Stand area and (3) Government Estate have been prepared and for 
others, it is in progress.  On finalisation of the Detailed Feasibility Report and  Detailed 
Project Report, the construction of Multi-level car parking Complexes will be taken up.
